Course Content

Component 1 	Devising			30%
		Working in small groups you will devise an original piece of Drama. You can 		be assessed on your performance, technical or design skills
Component 2	Presenting & Performing	30%
		Based on a set text that we study; you will present 2 practical extracts. Again, 		you can be assessed on your performance, technical or design skills
Component 3	Written Exam		40%
		A 90-minute exam in which you will review a piece of live theatre seen during 		the course and also explain how you will direct a set text 

Assessment
60% of your marks come from practical & written coursework that you produce during the course.  The remaining 40% comes from a written exam, which takes place at the end of Year 11.
