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Students will study the political systems of the United Kingdom and the United 
States. In addition to learning about the political institutions of these countries, 
students will also be learning about political ideas such as conservatism, 
liberalism and socialism as well as the beliefs of political thinkers like Marcus 
Garvey, Rosa Luxemburg and John Locke.

Career pathways
Study political, law or history related degree courses at higher education.

Employment opportunities: politics, journalism, law, management or Civil 
Service.

Entry criteria
Minimum of five 5-9 grades at GCSE, including at least a 6 in English.
